1. Check yourself for even a hint of unforgiveness toward anyone. Make sure and forgive ALL.

2. Be very specific of all the sins you have ever committed and any known sins of your ancestors. Take this time
very seriously. Even if you have confessed something before, it will not hurt to do it again.

3. God is looking for repentance which means not doing it anymore.

4. Read these and start confession and repentance here:

Ex 23:1. "You shall not bear a false report; do not join your hand with a wicked man to be a malicious witness.

2. "You shall not follow a multitude in doing evil, nor shall you testify in a dispute so as to turn aside after a multitude in order to pervert
justice; 3. nor shall you be partial to a poor man in his dispute. 4. "If you meet your enemy's ox or his donkey wandering away, you shall
surely return it to him. 5. "Iif you see the donkey of one who hates you lying helpless under its load, you shall refrain from leaving it to
him, you shall surely release it with him. 6. "You shall not pervert the justice due to your needy brother in his dispute.

7. "Keep far from a false charge, and do not kill the innocent or the righteous, for I will not acquit the guilty.

8. "And you shall not take a bribe, for a bribe blinds the clear-sighted and subverts the cause of the just.

9. "And you shall not oppress a stranger, since you yourselves know the feelings of a stranger, for you also were strangers in the land
of Egypt.

Deut 27: 15. “Cursed is the man who makes an idol or a molten image, an abomination to the Lord, the work of the hands of the crafts-
man, and sets it up in secret.’ And all the people shall answer and say, "Amen.’

16. "Cursed is he who dishonors his father or mother.’ And all the people shall say, "Amen.’

17. *Cursed is he who moves his neighbor's boundary mark.' And all the people shall say, 'Amen.’

18. "Cursed is he who misleads a biind person on the road.! And all the people shall say, "Amen.’

19. “Cursed is he who distorts the justice due an alien, orphan, and widow.' And all the people shall say, "Amen.’

20. "Cursed is he who lies with his father's wife, because he has uncovered his father's skirt.' And all the people shall say, "Amen.'

21. “Cursed is he who lies with any animal.’ And all the people shall say, "Amen.’

22. *Cursed is he who lies with his sister, the daughter of his father or of his mother.' And all the people shall say, "Amen.’

23. "Cursed is he who lies with his mother-in-law.' And all the people shall say, "Amen.’'

24. *Cursed is he who strikes his neighbor in secret.’ And all the people shall say, "Amen.’

25. "Cursed is he who accepts a bribe to strike down an innocent person.' And all the people shall say, "Amen.’

26. “Cursed is he who does not confirm the words of this law by doing them." And all the people shali say, 'Amen.’

Lev 18: 8. "None of you shall approach any one near of kin to him to uncover nakedness. | am the Lord.

7. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father, which is the nakedness of your mother; she is your mother, you shall not un-
cover her nakedness.

8. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father's wife; it is your father's nakedness.

9. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your sister, the daughter of your father or the daughter of your mother, whether born at
home or born abroad.

10. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your son's daughter or of your daughter's daughter, for their nakedness is your own na-
kedness.

11. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father's wife's daughter, begotten by your father, since she is your sister.

12. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father's sister; she is your father's near kinswoman.

13. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your mother's sister, for she is your mother's near kinswoman.

14. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your father's brother, that is, you shall not approach his wife; she is your aunt.

15. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your daughter-in-law; she is your son's wife, you shall not uncover her nakedness.

16. You shall not uncover the nakedness of your brother's wife; she is your brother's nakedness.

17. You shall not uncover the nakedness of a woman and of her daughter and you shall not take her son's daughter or her daughter's
daughter to uncover her nakedness; they are your near kinswomen; it is wickedness.

18. And you shall not take a woman as a rival wife to her sister, uncovering her nakedness while her sister is yet alive.

19. "You shall not approach a woman to uncover her nakedness while she is in her menstrual uncleanness.

20. And you shall not lie carnally with your neighbor's wife, and defile yourself with her.

Backsliding: Compromise with sin. And playing games with God.

Idolatry: is anything that is worship other than God, or put as more important than God, or some-
thing that is trusted in more than God. Ex 20 shows we are to have no other gods. That could be
sex, money, or materialism can be idols.

Cursed Objects: Deuteronomy 7:26 shows how we can allow destruction in our lives by allowing
cursed objects into our lives. Anything spiritually tied to the occult, other gods, sexual perversions, or
evil needs to be removed from our lives. Commit to the Lord tonight to get rid of them.
