b. Erom vs Arom and the glory departs (chabod & shekinah)
c. Glory, light, blessings, truth, and life go together
d. Glory absent, darkness, curses, deception, and death go together
. 1 John 1 Life and light
a. Deal with unbroken fellowship with one another (unforgiveness)
b. Deal with sin (humbly admit and deal with it)
. Life in creation vs. God’s eternal spiritual life (God’s DNA or seed) 3 John 2,
1John 3:7-10
a. Life flows from spirit of man into soul producing change, brilliance, and a
prospering soul
b. Life flows into the body producing divine health
c. Life flows from us to others releasing healing Mark 16:17-18

b. Prov 29:18 without vision (revelation) my people perish. Chazown: “mental

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Scriptures on Life

Zoe (New Testament Strongs Number: 2222) is used in the NT “of life as a principle, life
in the absolute sense, life as God has it, that which the Father has in himself, and which
he gave to the incarnate Son to have in himself, John 5:26, and which the Son
manifested in the world, 1 John 1:2. From this life man has become alienated in
consequence of the fall, Eph 4:18, and of this life men become partakers through faith in
the Lord Jesus Christ, John 3:15, who becomes its author to all such as trust in him,
Acts 3:15, and who is therefore said to be ‘the life’ of the believer, Col 3:4, for the life
that he gives he maintains John 6:35,63. Eternal life is the present actual possession of
the believer because of his relationship with Christ, John 5:24; 1 John 3:14. (Vine’s)

One day this life and light will fill the earth as the Bible predicts when it says “the glory of
the Lord will fill the earth as waters the seas” in Hab 2:14. This will happen when Christ
comes to reign out of Jerusalem. Once again we see a river of life, tree that bring
healing and life, and Jesus himself will be the light that lights up the world (Rev 22).

The curse will be lifted, satan will be bound in hell, and death will be defeated (1 Cor
15:54-58).
