1. God’s desire for our protection:

Ways that protection is lifted: Unforgiveness and bitterness, Dedications to other gods,
ANY occult involvement, Idolatry, Secret Societies, Drugs, Alcohol and tobacco, Sexual sins,
Jezebel and Ahab, Things associated with death (suicide, abortions, murder, violence),
Marking the body, Cutting, Cursed objects, Trauma, Word Curses, lack of self-control,
Criminal activity, and ungodly ancestral activity.

Be careful of: Your attitude toward Israel, Robbing God, Ungodliness in your home,
Depending on the flesh, Loshan Hara, Lust, Ungodly anger, Legalism, Oppressing the weak or
defenseless, Racism, Your own negative words, Pride, Fear, Rebellion, Hate, or Ungodly
control

Cancelling legal rights: Forgiveness, confessing ancestral iniquity, and individual sins (the
key is repentance by faith through the blood of Jesus)

Destroying the works of the enemy: health problems, mental or emotional problems,
difficulty praying or reading Bible, struggles with sin, inner healing, oppression, relationship
problems, or lack

Signs of a curse: A history of physical or mental breakdown, Repeated chronic sickness, Barrenness or
tendency to miscarry, Divorce or family alienation, Continual financial stress or poverty, Accident prone-
repeated unexplained accidents, History of suicide or early deaths

Signs of evil spirits: Fits of rage, constant headaches, migraines, insomnia, incurable

diseases, fears, mental illness, seizures, suicidal thoughts, female problems, depression, addictions,
fascination with the occult, nightmares, hearing voices, seeing scary visions, stubborn arrogance,
compulsive dishonesty, marital problems, dizziness or fainting, or sharp unexplained pains in various
parts of the body.
